failed - in spite of exploring many possibilities. I subsequently began researching the plight of the Hidden 
Homeless - isolated individuals living without the benefit of a social and financial safety-net. I recently began 
helping an individual that works two jobs, has an adopted child, and is still struggling week-to-week. I fixed 
her car so she could continue working. I have lent her cash on occasion to address pressing needs and also 
provided part-time employment at Lynch Creek Farm - with the understanding that half of her earnings are 
used to reduce debt.

With help from JustAnswer and Google, we recently made progress to soon 
begin our first Philly in the Woods Ad Campaign targeted at Durham, Wake, Granville, Franklin and Vance 
Counties. You may be surprised to know that we attract 90% of our patrons from outside of Franklin County.
